Guidelines to Apply for a Scholarship

· In order to apply for a scholarship, you need to have been a member of the Guild for at least one full year and should not have received a scholarship during the past three years.
· Scholarships are granted throughout the Guild year.  Applications may be submitted at any time, from September 1 through April 30.  If you are applying for a scholarship for a summer course, conference, or workshop, you must put in your application before the April 30 deadline.  Processing a request will take 2 to 3 weeks.  You will be notified in writing of the results as soon as possible.

· Apply early.  No scholarship will be awarded toward a workshop that has already taken place.  

· We do need some feedback about what you have learned.  If you do not feel comfortable to share with other weavers at a State meeting (see #3 on application), we would appreciate a written summary of the workshop, teacher performance, and facilities.

· The application will be photocopied by the committee.  Please print clearly or type your answers using black ink.  Please keep it to one page.

· Although you can get a scholarship form by email, it is necessary to submit it by mail or in person so that we can have your signature.
